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HKSYU Welcomes Nearly 1,800 New Students
in 2025/26 Academic Year
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Hong Kong Shue Yan University (HKSYU) held its annual
Staff Meeting on 25 August to mark the start of the 2025/26
academic year. Members of the senior management
shared updates on admissions, campus developments,
international engagement and research achievements.

Academic Vice President Professor Selina CHAN reported
encouraging admissions results this academic year. The
number of applications soared by 20% to about 13,000,
among which close to 1,800 new students were admitted.
Ofthese, 433 are non-local students from Mainland China,

Pakistan, Russia and other countries. The University is also
welcoming 29 international students into the one-year
International Foundation Year Programme (IFYP).

Inthe face of an evolving academic profile of local students
over the past decade and a larger cohort of non-local
students, Professor CHAN encouraged departments to
collaborate with the Language Centre and the Office of
Student Affairs to address the opportunities and challenges
from students’ increasingly diverse backgrounds.

Professor CHAN also announced that the University
History Museum, currently under construction in the
Exhibition Hall of the Main Building, will be completed by
November 2026 to celebrate HKSYU’s 55th anniversary.

DrJasonCHOW,VicePresident(UniversityAdministration),
highlighted recent campus improvements. Classrooms
and lecture theatres from LG4 to LG6 of the Main Academic
Building have been fully renovated, and a new research
co-working office has been established on LG5 to foster
collaboration across departments. Two new facilities, the
Digital Imaging Laboratory and the Game Development
Laboratory, have been launched, strengthening teaching
and research capacity in fast-evolving digital fields.

Dr CHOW also noted advances in international
engagement. Over the past year, the Centre for Global
Engagement (CGE) has formed more than 20 new
partnerships with overseas universities and international
agencies, creating new pathways for study abroad and
industrial attachments. Meanwhile, the Communications
and Public Affairs Office has expanded alumni outreach,
with alumni ambassadors now appointed across five
overseas chapters in Australia, Canada, Mainland China,
the UK, and the US to enhance Shue Yan’s visibility and
presence worldwide.

Further updates were given by the senior management.
Professor Catherine TANG So-kum, Vice President
(Graduate School), reported a 40% year-on-year increase
in postgraduate admissions, with241 new studentsjoining
this year. Dr Alex LI Wang-on, Associate Academic Vice
President (University Research) outlined the University’s
progress in funded projects and in the latest QS Asia and
East Asia rankings. Dr WONG Ka-ki, Associate Academic
Vice President (Teaching and Learning Development),
spoke on the application of teaching technologies to
support interdisciplinary learning.

Dr Henry HU Hung-lick, Founding President of Hong Kong
Shue Yan University (HKSYU), passed away on 27 July 2025
atthe age of 105. A funeral service was held in August at the
Hong Kong Funeral Home in North Point, where leaders
from across the political, legal, and education sectors
gathered to honour his life and legacy.

“He devoted more than half a century to Shue Yan,
cultivating generations of young people into the pillars
of society,” Mr CHAN said. “His unwavering belief in the
mission of education gave life to Shue Yan. Today, our
graduates can be found across every sector, shining in
their own fields. The most precious legacy that Dr HU and
Dr CHUNG have left to Hong Kong is not only a university,
but a spirit of perseverance, and an educator’s devotion
to shaping lives through education.”

Provost Professor HU Yao-su reflected on the founding
ideals of his parents, Dr HU and Dr CHUNG. “They
both recognized that Hong Kong’s schools lacked
education in ideals, character and morality. Therefore,
their purpose in founding Shue Yan was to uphold and
implement character education and moral education.”
He affirmed that, regardless of future circumstances,
these principles would continue to guide the University.

Acting President Dr HU Fai-chung praised his father’s
lifelong commitment to education and reminded the
audience of the meaning behind the University’s motto,
“Cultivating virtues of benevolence; broadening

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In Loving Memory of Dr Henry HU Hung-lick
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Shue Yan Sets New Record with 14 Research Projects
Funded by RGC, Totalling Nearly HK$9 Million
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Hong Kong Shue Yan University (HKSYU) has once again
achieved outstanding success in the 2025/26 Competitive
Research Funding Scheme for the Local Self-Financing
Degree Sector, administered by the Research Grants
Council (RGC). The university secured funding for 14
Faculty Development Scheme (FDS) research projects,
with a total award of nearly HK$9 million, both record
highs in a single round since the scheme's inception.

The grant amount for the 14 supported projects ranging
from HK$340,000 to HKS$920,000 and durations of 12
months to three years. The success rate stood at 33.33%.
Of these, 12 projects belong to the “Humanities and
Social Sciences”, aligning with HKSYU’s mission to
promote Digital Humanities and reshape liberal arts
education for the digital age. The remaining two projects,
in the fields of “Business Studies” and “Engineering”,
highlight the university’s diverse development and
innovative endeavours.

Dr Alex LI Wang-on, HKSYU Associate Academic Vice
President (University Research), said this year’s results
continuetheUniversity’sstrongtraditioninthehumanities
and social sciences. Funded projects cover areas such as
digital communication, innovative language teaching,
and a study on spatial memory practices in mobile 3D
scanning. Research on Chinese history and literature has
also expanded significantly compared with last year, with
newly funded topics including the translated literature in
Hong Kong during the Cold War period, and a pioneering
woman intellectual in early twentieth-century China.

Meanwhile, successful projects in virtual banking and
ESG-related issues reflect the university’s commitment
to interdisciplinary collaboration and a more diverse
academic strength.

Looking ahead, Dr LI said HKSYU will continue to
concentrate on two strategic priorities: cultural heritage
preservation and community engagement. The university
aims not only to sustain traditional scholarship but also
to channel more resources into digital transformation
and innovation, ensuring research remains relevant to
the needs of the new generation and delivers tangible
benefits to society.

Future initiatives will encourage cross-disciplinary
collaboration to broaden the scope and sustainability of
its research. The University will also strengthen support
for knowledge transfer initiatives, fostering closer
partnerships between academia and industry to generate
lasting social impact.

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HKSYU Mourns the Passing of Dr Dennis TING Hok-shou,
Honorary Advisor to the Board of Governors

Hong Kong Shue Yan University deeply mourns the passing
of DrDennis TING Hok-shou, Honorary Advisor to the Board
of Governors, on 8 September 2025 at the age of 95. The
University leadership extends its heartfelt condolences to
DrTING’s family.

Dr TING devoted more than four decades of service to
Shue Yan. He was appointed to the Board of Governors
in 1980, and from 1983 to 2014 served as its Chairman,
a remarkable tenure for over a quarter of a century.
Since 2024, he had served as Honorary Advisor to the
Board of Governors.

Beyond higher education, Dr TING made significant
contributions to society through leadership roles in the
public sector and trade organizations. He was a former
president of the Hong Kong Plastics Manufacturers
Association, Honorary President of the Federation of Hong
Kong Industries, and was a standing committee member of
the Jiangsu Provincial Committee of the Chinese People’s
Political Consultative Conference.

Dr TING was the elder brother of Mr Kenneth TING Woo-
shou, the current Chairman of the HKSYU Board of
Governors. His commitment to Shue Yan and to the wider
community will be fondly remembered.

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Hong Kong Shue Yan University (HKSYU) has welcomed a
growing number of non-Chinese speaking students from
diverse religious backgrounds, including Muslim students,
in recent years. When Dr Philip LEE Tin-yun, Associate Head
of the Department of Economics and Finance, learned that
Muslim students were finding it difficult to access halal
food in Hong Kong, he partnered with Mr Bosco TSIN Hing-
yan, Lecturer in the same department, to develop Islamic
Compass HK. The mobile application helps users locate
halal restaurants, prayer rooms, and hotels across the city,
supporting Muslim students as they adapt to local life.

Dr LEE explained that the idea arose after conversations
with Muslim students who shared their challengesin finding
halal options. With the International Foundation Year
Programme (IFYP) now attracting a significant number of
Muslim students, the team saw value in creating a platform
that consolidates information on Muslim-friendly facilities.
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Mr TSIN, who led the design and coding of the application,
took about sixmonths to complete the project development
with support from student assistants. He noted that creating
a mobile app posed different challenges compared with
website design, as apps must be deployed to Google Play
or the App Store, requiring familiarity with both Android and
iOS systems and their limitations. Mapping halal facilities
also required the manual entry of GPS coordinates for each
location, a process supported by student helpers. Dr LEE
added that most of the data, including addresses and facility
details, was sourced from the Hong Kong Tourism Board.

With the new academic year underway, Dr LEE plans to
introduce the app first to Muslim students in the IFYP, whose
feedback will serve to improve the app’s functionality.
If well received, the team hopes to extend its promotion
to other institutions and explore collaboration with the
Tourism Board. Mr TSIN also noted the potential for future
partnerships with restaurants, enabling the app to feature
individual dining options.

Dr LEE and Mr TSIN are both committed to using technology
to advance liberal arts education, aligning with HKSYU’s
broader vision in digital humanities. Using a mobile app and
GPS function, the project reflects the University’s dedication
to cultural diversity and inclusion. “If students struggle to
adjust to life in Hong Kong, this app provides an easy and
effective way to support them,” Dr LEE said.
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Dr WONG Ying-kit, Assistant Professor in

the Department of Applied Data Science,

introduced the Master of Science in Game
Development and Management.

Dr GUO Jing, Assistant Professor in the Department of
Journalism and Communication at Hong Kong Shue
Yan University, has been awarded the Best Faculty Paper
by the 2025 International Chinese Communication
Association (ICCA) at the International Communication
Association (ICA). The paper was presented at the
conference in Denver, USA on 13 June, 2025.

The award-winning paper, titled “Revisiting China’s
Internet Censorship in the ‘Repression-Dissent Puzzle’:
Effects of Censorship Experiences through Negative
Emotions Arousal”, examined the mechanism and effects
of internet censorship on Chinese public. The study
novelly employs experimental design to examine how
the Chinese public perceive and react upon the enhanced
internet control in the country. The paper received the
highest review score among all faculty research papers
submitted to the ICCA division.

The ICA annual conference is a top academic conference
in the field of communication, held by the ICA with
over 5,000 communication scholars from more than 80
countries as association members.

On 2nd July, 2025, ELCHK Lutheran Academy invited
Dr Bess LAM as a guest speaker for a highly anticipated
event, LA's Career Fest 2025.

Dr LAM, an expert in neurocriminology, social cognition,
schizophrenia, and antisocial behaviour, serves as the
Associate Head (Postgraduate Studies) and Associate
Professor in the Department of Counselling and
Psychology, and the Director of the Brain Stimulation
Laboratory. Her groundbreaking research has greatly
influenced the fields of psychological and neuroscience.
Her collaborations with esteemed institutions such
as Duke University and the University of Pennsylvania
further highlight the breadth and impact of her expertise.

At LA's Career Fest 2025, Dr LAM delivered a talk on
brain and forensic psychology and introduced the
newly launched undergraduate programme “Forensic
and Investigative Psychology”, attracting and inspiring
about 200 secondary students and teachers. Students
expressed their interest in careers in forensic psychology,
neuroscience, and mental health.
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Just two years apart in age, Hong Kong Shue Yan
University alumni Tom LAU Chi-ming (BBA, 2010) and Carl
LAU Chi-kit (BBA, 2012) both charted careersin marketing.
The Lau brothers share not only a degree in Business
Administration, but also an outgoing personality and
talent for communication. For Carl, his elder brother Tom
has often been a guiding light.

After graduating in 2010, Tom first entered the finance
sector. But the long hours and technical demands left
him searching for something more. “It was about moving
beyond the status quo,” Tom reflects. “People in finance
are already the best of the best. For an ordinary person
to stand out, you need to catch larger trends. Don’t fear
change, whether it’ s industry, work model, or role.”

Four years in, Tom pivoted to digital marketing at a listed
company and quickly spotted opportunities in the then-
emerging online-to-offline (020) strategy. By sharing his
ideas with the senior management, Tom, in his 20s at that
time, earned recognition early in his career. On his recipe
for success, Tom believes it lies in “taking what seems the
newest idea, and then innovating beyond it”.

Today, Tom heads the Hong Kong office of iBLUE, a
cross-border marketing agency that helps Chinese
brands expand globally and international firms enter
mainland China.

Carl followed his brother into a finance internship, but
realized early that his real strengths lay in communication
and storytelling. By his third year, he shifted his focus to
marketing as his major.

After graduation in 2012, Carl pursued an international
management programme overseas. Back in Hong
Kong, he joined a fast-growing tech firm and rose to
management within two years. When the company
collapsed due to financial troubles, Carl stepped in to
help affected clients recover losses. That experience
inspired him to start fresh.

In 2016, he co-founded Go In Marketing, which quickly
secured Yahoo Hong Kong as its first client. For Carl,
success hinges on matching one’s strengths and unique
skills with the right arena: “Choosing the right battlefield
is crucial. Hard work and persistence are also equally
essential,” he notes. “The road to success is rarely
crowded, because most people give up too soon. Those
who persist to the end are the ones who succeed.”

The Lau brothers credit Shue Yan University for shaping
their paths to success in the field of marketing. Tom
remembers choosing business administration at Shue
Yan for its breadth, after missing out on his preferred
university. He is grateful the university experience
opened the doors and helped him discover his strengths
and leadership.

Tom also highlighted the importance of Shue Yan’s
internship programmes and student societies, which
provided him with critical exposure to real-life working
experiences. He took the chance to connect with industry
leaders through sponsorship outreach, while discovering
that certain fields, such as insurance, were not for him.
“Internships show you what you should not do, while
open exams reveal your weaknesses. The key is finding
the right battlefield,” he notes.

For Carl, he describes Tom as a “minesweeper” who
help clearing paths and testing options ahead of him.
Following his brother’s steps, both of them even met
their future wives while studying at Shue Yan, something
they call the school's most treasured gift. “Seize the
opportunities the university gives you, equip yourself for
the needs of the market, and you’ll always find your ways
forward, they said.

Carl’s company, Go In Marketing, continues to maintain
close ties with their alma mater, offering internships
since 2017 and establishing a five-year bursary to support
students from low-income families from last year.

Looking to the next generation, the Lau brothers observe
that young people sometimes show less drive at work,
but they see this as a response to changing social
environments. “We don’t criticize. We embrace change,”
Tom adds. “With support and encouragement, they can
unlock their potential.”
