Since 2015, Dr HU has served as Deputy President, leading
and overseeing the University’s management team in
coordinating its operations and development. He was
appointed Acting President in August 2025.

Citation

KO Wing-man
Doctor of Social Sciences, honoris causa

A citation translated by Dr KUNG Chi-keung

Upon graduating from secondary school in the 1970s,
Dr. KO Wing-man faced two potential paths as he
entered university. He had a deep personal affinity for
the humanities, particularly history and geography. Yet,
like many of his academically gifted peers, he ultimately
chose to study medicine at The University of Hong Kong.
Was this decision driven by considerations of future
prospects? Not at all.

As a young man, Dr. KO held a profound admiration for
heroic figures from the late Qing and early Republican
eras, most notably Dr. SUN Yat-sen and LU XUN. LU XUN,
who abandoned his medical studiesin favour of literature,
believed that while medicine could alleviate physical
suffering, the souls of the people remained deeply
entrenched in millennia of feudal culture—an affliction
not easily remedied. He therefore took up the pen to
combat the ignorance of his compatriots. In contrast, Dr.
SUN, a trained physician, sought to reshape the nation’s
destiny through revolutionary action.

To Dr. KO, these were lofty ideals: noble, yet difficult to
attain. He resolved to study medicine as a means of
serving society. The healing of the human body is, in
itself, a sacred calling. He held that only with physical
well-being could individuals bear the weight of greater
social responsibilities. Moreover, his illustrious medical
career, shaped by rigorous training and an unwavering
devotion to civic engagement, ultimately led him to

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pursue public service—a distinct yet equally impactful
avenue for contributing to the community.

After earning his Bachelor of Medicine and Bachelor of
Surgery (MBBS) from The University of Hong Kong in 1980,
Dr. KO began his medical career at Princess Margaret
Hospital, where he trained under an orthopedic surgeon
and subsequently specialised in orthopedic medicine. In
1991, he joined the newly established Hospital Authority
(HA), where he served as Director of Professional Services
and Human Resources, marking the beginning of a
distinguished career in healthcare administration.

During the SARS outbreak in 2003, Dr. KO assumed the
role of Acting Chief Executive of the Hospital Authority
at a critical juncture when the then-CEO, Dr. HO Siu-wai,
was hospitalised after contracting the virus. In December
of the following year, he stepped down from the Authority
to establish his own orthopedic practice, continuing his
commitment to patient care and public service.

From July 2012 to June 2017, Dr. KO served with
distinction as Secretary for Food and Health, during which
time he attained the highest public approval ratings
among government officials in both 2013 and 2014.
He subsequently returned to private medical practice
and, in 2022, was appointed an Unofficial Member
of the Executive Council of the Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region. Over the years, he has remained

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steadfast in his service to both the government and the
people of Hong Kong, and was awarded the Bronze
Bauhinia Star in 2008 and the Gold Bauhinia Star in
2017, in recognition of his contributions.

Dr. KO has devoted his medical career to healing and
service. Guided by the Confucian ideal of ‘education
without discrimination,” he embraces the principle of
‘medicine without distinction,’” treating patients regardless
of age, background, or ethnicity. He provides care with
wholehearted dedication, focusing solely on each patient’s
needs and always placing their well-being first.

Healing and saving lives is Dr. KO’s lifelong mission. In
addition to studying Western medicine, he has always
evinced a deep interest in Traditional Chinese Medicine
(TCM); and in 1996 he pursued part-time studies in TCM at
the School of Professional and Continuing Education of
The University of Hong Kong. His training encompassed
foundational theory in TCM diagnostics and Chinese
herbal medicine, and later included advanced subjects
such as herbal pharmacology, gynecology, and pediatrics,
all within the scope of Traditional Chinese Medicine.

Dr. KO’s interest in Traditional Chinese Medicine was
inspired by his father, who previously managed a
Chinese herbal pharmacy. He observed that the four
diagnostic pillars of TCM—observation, listening,
inquiry, and pulse reading—differ fundamentally from
Western medical diagnostics. Believing that the two
systems can complement each other to maximise clinical
effectiveness, he became a strong advocate of integrative
medical policy. He has vigorously championed Chinese-
Western medical collaboration and played a pivotal role
in facilitating the establishment of Hong Kong’s first
Chinese medicine hospital.

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A native of Chaozhou, Dr. KO deeply cherishes his cultural
heritage, as reflected in his love of Chaozhou cuisine and
the art of Gongfu tea. Within his private clinic, he has
established a dedicated tea room where, during moments
of leisure, he brews Phoenix Dancong Oolong tea for
personal enjoyment. This aromatic infusion, cultivated
on Chaozhou’s Phoenix Mountain, is renowned for its
complex fragrance profiles, remarkable resilience to
multiple infusions, and a sweet, lingering bouquet. These
qualities mirror the essence of character: one must be
resilient, able to ‘endure the brew,” and generous in spirit
to release one’s ‘full fragrance.” His lifelong dedication
to the nation, to society, and to his patients continues to
exemplify the Chaozhou spirit of diligence, perseverance,
solidarity, and selfless service.

In addition to his clinical work, Dr. KO enjoys birdwatching
and often visits the countryside with his sons, who are
also medical doctors, to observe the natural world.
These moments of leisure and quiet contemplation
demonstrate his appreciation for both the Confucian
ideal of the gentleman’s life and the tranquil rhythms of
Daoist living.

Mr. President, Dr. KO Wing-man’s professional ethos—
healing with benevolence and living with integrity—
resonates deeply with the values of our university,
establishing him as a model for students to emulate. It
is with the utmost respect, therefore, that | request you
to confer upon Dr. KO the degree of Doctor of Social
Sciences, honoris causa.

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When Muhammad Muaarij Haider first arrived at Hong
Kong Shue Yan University (HKSYU) from the city of Chakwal,
Pakistan, he wasn't just bringing his luggage—he had
a sharp focus on his academic future. One year later,
having graduated from the International Foundation Year
Programme (IFYP) with a stellar 3.7 GPA, Haider has proven
that with the right environment, the transition from South
Asia to Hong Kong can be seamless.

Choosing the Path Less Traveled

For many international students, the United States or
the United Kingdom are the default destinations for
foundation studies. However, Haider’s heart was set on
Hong Kong. "l researched international studies and found
the IFYP at Shue Yan to be a very suitable bridge for my
higher education," he explains.

His decision was deeply personal; with a family member

already rooted in the city—an uncle who has lived here for

17 years—Hong Kong felt less like a foreign
land and more like a second home.

A Comfortable Landing in the IFYP

One might expect a student from
Pakistan to feel isolated in a
local Hong Kong university,
but Haider found the
opposite. "There were no
foreign studies in the
university at that time
| [before his cohort], but
| soon found 15 of my
classmates were here
from India, Myanmar,
and South Korea,"
he says. This diverse
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cohort created a "no-discrimination" zone where he felt
immediately at ease.

The IFYP served as more than just an academic stepping
stone. While Haider found the English-medium instruction
natural due to his international school background in
Pakistan, it was the Cantonese workshops and Cultural
study courses that truly opened doors. "Those taught me
basic speaking—enough to buy things—and the field trips
to Aberdeen for fishing and noodles let me merge with the
Hong Kong lifestyle," he recalls.

Navigating the Many Sides of Hong Kong

Haider’s perspective on Hong Kong culture is one of
appreciation for its contrasts. He finds himself drawn to the
colorful, multi-ethnic energy of Central in the evenings, yet
seeks out the familiar comfort of Tsim Sha Tsui, a hub for the
Pakistani and Indian communities.

While he admits that socializing can be a slow process—
noting that many students from Chinese Mainland are still
gaining confidence in their English—he speaks highly of the
"cooperative and equal" treatment from HKSYU faculty.
"The teachers start from the very basic level and even give
us space and holidays for our own special religious events,"
he notes, highlighting the university's inclusive atmosphere.
For a Muslim student, finding Halal options in the canteen
and a dedicated prayer area in the Research Complex made
the campus feel like a true community.

Looking Ahead: A Future in Law

Now moving into his Bachelor’s Programme in Law and
Business, Haider has his sights set on the Juris Doctor (JD)
program at another local university. His ultimate goal? To
serve the city that welcomed him as a foreign or local lawyer.
As he reflects on his time so far, Haider is already thinking
of those who will follow in his footsteps. He advocates for
more space for the growing Pakistani student body—now
numbering around 30—and hopes to see a cricket team and
more authentic Pakistani flavors in the canteen soon.

For Haider, HKSYU wasn't just a place to study; it was
the place where his international career began. "The
environment is comfortable, the teachers are helpful, and
the opportunity is there if you have the passion.”
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Meet Queenie LEE, a 2025 graduate from the
Department of Counselling and Psychology,
who interned at a Montessori nursery
school in Barcelona last summer.

“My internship in Barcelona
was an immensely rewarding
and transformative experi-
ence. It gave me invaluable,
. hands-on insight into early
; childhood education in a
# well-regarded Montessori
setting. The biggest lesson
| took away was the impor-
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tance of approaching childhood education from a respect-
ful and observant perspective.

This experience strengthened my passion for education
and equipped me with practical skills, a respectful peda-
gogical approach, and a global perspective that I'll carry
into my future career. It also served as a catalyst for my
personal growth. Living and working abroad on my own
boosted my self-confidence and problem-solving skills.

The internship was a perfect blend of professional
development and personal discovery, and I'd highly
recommend an international experience like this to any
student eager to broaden their horizons.”
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We proudly congratulate our students on their
outstanding achievement in the Inter-University
Project Competition 2026 at Hong Kong Shue Yan
University (HKSYU). The event was jointly organised by
the Department of Business Administration at HKSYU
and the Department of Information Systems at City
University of Hong Kong (CityUHK).

HKSYU teams secured both the Champion and Second
Runner-up awards among strong competitors. The
competition, themed around Bauhaus International
(Holdings) Limited, invited students to develop
innovative, data-driven business strategies integrating
creativity and feasibility.

The judging panel comprised Dr Monica LAW, Head of
Department of Business Administration at HKSYU; Dr
Ron KWOK, Associate Professor in the Department of
Information Systems at CityUHK; and Ms Frances WONG,
Managing Director of Bauhaus International Holdings Ltd.
They praised the participants for their well-researched,

creative, and practical proposals—Dr KWOK highlighting
evidence-based insights, Ms WONG recognising innovative
and market-ready ideas, and Dr LAW praising the teams’
efficiency and execution.

Guided by Dr Gabriel LAl and Dr Yongjin PARK, the course
leaders of eBusiness at HKSYU and CityUHK respectively,
the students from both universities demonstrated
exceptional analytical and presentation skills. Student
reflections from both winning teams echoed a shared
sense of gratitude for their teammates, teachers, and
the rare opportunity to engage in cross-university
collaboration. Many emphasised that beyond the awards,
the competition fostered growth in problem-solving,
teamwork, confidence, and qualities that will continue to
guide them in future endeavours.
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On 10 December 2025, the Department of Law and
Business invited Ms Seko HUI, Community Relations
Officer from the Independent Commission Against
Corruption (ICAC), to deliver a talk on the Prevention of
Bribery Ordinance (Cap. 201) to Year 4 students.

Ms HUI began the session by introducing the historical
context of corruption in Hong Kong, featuring an ICAC
video produced in the late twentieth century. The video
effectively captured students’ attention and encouraged
them to reflect on the meaning and impact of corruption
in society. Building on this foundation, Ms HUI explained

the four key elements, commonly known as the “4 As”,
under the Prevention of Bribery Ordinance: Advantage,
Agent, Act, and Approval. Each concept was illustrated
through an interactive approach, including video clips,
question-and-answer segments, and scenario-based
discussions, which helped students grasp the legal
principles more effectively.

The talk also covered the concept of conflicts of interest
andtheirapplicationin real-life and professional contexts.
Through vivid examples and practical illustrations,
Ms HUI was able to clarify complex legal concepts
in an engaging and accessible manner. Overall, the
session was both informative and enjoyable, enhancing
students’ understanding of bribery offences, corruption
prevention, and ethical conduct. The talk successfully
bridged classroom learning with real-world professional
standards, better equipping students for their future
careers and postgraduate studies after graduation.
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In Loving Memory of Professor ZHANG Shaokang
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Professor ZHANG Shaokang, former Head of Department
of Chinese Language and Literature at Hong Kong Shue
Yan University, passed away in Beijing on 6 January
2026 at the age of 91. The senior management of HKSYU
expressed gratitude for Professor ZHANG’s contributions
and extended condolences to his family.

Anative of Zhejiang Province, Professor ZHANG graduated
from Shanghai High School in 1955 and was admitted to
the Chinese Department at Peking University the same
year. After receiving his degree in 1960, he remained at
the university, serving successively as lecturer, associate
professor, and professor. In September 2002, after leaving
Peking University, he joined the Chinese Department at
HKSYU, where he taught until his retirement in July 2017.
Specialising in the history of Chinese literary criticism
and “Wen Xin Diao Long” (SZIV#ERE) , Professor ZHANG is
distinguished and noted in the field of theories of Chinese
literature and critic thoughts in China and overseas.

Over the course of his career, he published around one
hundred essays and twelve academic books, two of
which were translated into Japanese and Korean. His
scholarship laid an important foundation for research on
Chinese literary theory and criticism in the modern era.
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On 10 November 2025, Dr Nancy XIAO, Associate Head
of the Department of Law and Business, attended the
118th Annual Cocktail Reception of the Law Society
of Hong Kong at the Hong Kong Club on behalf of
Professor LEUNG Hing-fung, Head of the Department.
The reception marked the 118th anniversary of the Law
Society since its establishment in 1907.

Hosted in Central, the event brought together a
distinguished gathering of guests and members from
acrossthe legal and professional sectors. As the statutory
self-regulatory body for solicitors in Hong Kong, the Law
Society continues to uphold the rule of law, promote
professional excellence, and foster cross-sector
partnerships contributing to Hong Kong and the nation.
The reception welcomed representatives from the
Judiciary, the Executive Council, the Legislative Council,
government departments and related organisations,

consulates general, chambers of commerce, law
schools, and Mainland lawyers’ associations, reflecting
the strong and enduring connections within Hong
Kong’s legal community.

During the reception, Dr XIAO engaged with
representatives of the Law Society and members
of the legal profession, strengthening ties between
academia and practice. The event provided a valuable
platform to enhance collaboration and maintain close
communication between the University and the wider
legal community.
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From Hong Kong to Silicon Valley:
HKSYU Team FishGuard’s CUPP Journey
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FishGuard, the student entrepreneurship team nominated
by Hong Kong Shue Yan University (HKSYU) for the Cyberport
University Partnership Programme (CUPP) last year, has
successfully gained admission.

During the programme, four FinTech students and one
ADS student - Heloise CHUNG, Hemsley PANG, Renny HU
Chen, Ken CHUNG and Lynx LUO—attended nurturing
sessions, acquiring in-depth knowledge of virtual assets, Al
and business model development. Several start-up alumni
founders also took part, giving our students valuable
opportunities to interact with them, gain insights from their
experiences, and become involved in Hong Kong’s founder
ecosystem.

Lynx highlighted that she gained significant insights into
the current application of technologies from the lecturers’
workshops. She also learned about project preparation
through direct interactions with the invited speakers.
Additionally, she acquired practical experience in using Al,
which deepened her understanding of its convenience and
how individuals should utilise it effectively. Ken suggested
that greateremphasis on hands-onworkshopsand intensive
crash courses, together with more time for communication
withindustry leaders and peers, could prove more beneficial
than traditional talks and presentations.

Three representatives were enrolled in the Boot Camp last
summer, held at Draper University at Silicon Valley, San
Franscico, where they received training and mentorship
from start-up founders and industry experts. During the
camp, they also visited prominent Silicon Valley companies,
including Google and Apple, as well as the Hong Kong
Economic and Trade Office in San Francisco.

Heloise concluded that the pitching sections taught her to
turn ideas into clear, human stories that invite feedback and

open opportunities. Connecting with young entrepreneurs
also showed her that curiosity and relationships accelerate
progress more than perfect plans. Hemsley found her
courage by selling books to strangers in San Francisco,
pitching repeatedly under pressure, and speaking
confidently to judges and mentors. Renny mentioned that
the most valuable part of the programme was talking to
other founders and openly sharing their startup ideas.

Reflecting on their best memories of the trip, Hemsley
mentioned building meaningful connections with top
student entrepreneurs, learning directly from successful
alumni founders, and receiving practical advice from
seasoned investors and mentors. Heloise suggested that
what stood out most was how everyone lingered in the
lobby after the day’s events to talk and connect. Renny
said his best memory was realising that the connections
built there did not stop with the programme. Founders
continued updating one another on their progress. For him,
this enduring sense of community and shared ambition
transformed CUPP from a one-off experience into the
beginning of a long-term founder network.

Dr Philip LEE, Associate Head of the Department of
Economics and Finance and the mentor for the student
team, said, “The unprecedented enrolment in the
CUPP marks a significant milestone for our university in
advancing entrepreneurship training for our students.
Completing the CUPP is not an end but a beginning.
The students continue to refine their entrepreneurship
plans and seek additional seed funding to support their
entrepreneurial journey. | find it rewarding to witness their
growth throughout the process.”
